Class Format
The official’s class offered on May 18, 2008 at Groveport is for the purpose of offering individuals a path to becoming a certified level I YMCA official and/or participating in the mandatory officials meeting for Tri-County.  
Those individuals who are already certified by a nationally recognized organization such as, USA or YMCA need only attend approximately the first hour of the presentation at which time a review of old and new TRI-County rules will be discussed.  (Please bring rule books with you if you have them. Your TCAL team will furnish rule books.) However, those who want to stay all 4 hours and take the test to become Level 1 YMCA certified may do so.  Your out of pocket cost for the YMCA certification would be $40 (less $10 paid by TCAL) totaling $30 dollars.  The additional cost goes towards national registration cost, patch from national YMCA and certification card.  Individuals who do want to become YMCA certified must be sponsored by a YMCA. 

New officials, coaches and uncertified TCAL officials are strongly encouraged to stay for the entire class even if they are not planning on becoming YMCA certified.   There is no extra charge for staying. 
Those who want to become a YMCA certified official can download the registration form from the SEOWV league web site and submit it with payment to Dave Shull.  Those wanting just to attend the TCAL portion of the program should fill out the TCAL registration form which they can get from their coach.  You can also get rule books from your TCAL team.
